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Please note:  Guyot Hall is located within the University Campus, across from the intersection of Washington Road and Ivy Lane. See below for directions and parking. 
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By TRAIN:
Take the Northeast Corridor Line to the Princeton Junction Station. Take the shuttle train from Princeton Junction to Princeton Station on University Place. Proceed east across the campus to Guyot Hall. Taxis are also available from Princeton Junction. 

 
By CAR: 
From the NORTH/NEW YORK CITY
Take the New Jersey Turnpike south to Exit 9 (New Brunswick). After the toll booths, take the first right turn onto the ramp for Route 18 north. Soon after you enter Route 18, take the left side of a fork in the road, staying in the right lane. Immediately bear right for an exit to U.S. Route 1 south/Trenton. 

Drive south on Route 1 for about 18 miles to the Alexander Road exit and follow signs for Princeton. At Faculty Road (traffic light, gas station) turn right, and proceed to the traffic circle. Go through the circle and proceed to Washington Road.  Turn left onto Washington Road.  Continue on Washington Road to Nassau Street.  Make a left onto Nassau Street.  (See parking below.) 

From the WEST 
Drive east on Interstate 78 into New Jersey. Exit onto southbound Interstate 287 (toward Somerville). Follow signs for Routes 202/206 south. Go south on 202 for a short distance and then follow signs to 206 south, which will take you around a traffic circle. Go south on 206 for about 18 miles to Nassau Street (Route 27) in the center of Princeton. Turn left onto Nassau Street, and follow it to the third traffic light. Turn right onto Washington Road. Continue on Washington Road to Nassau Street.  Make a left onto Nassau Street.  (See parking below.) 

Alternative from the WEST: Take the Pennsylvania Turnpike east to the exit for Route 1 north. Travel on Route 1 north for approximately 23 miles. (When you cross into New Jersey, there will be a small toll fee on the bridge.) Take the Alexander Road exit and follow signs for Princeton. At Faculty Road (traffic light, gas station) turn right, and proceed to the traffic circle. Go through the circle and proceed to Washington Road.  Turn left onto Washington Road.  Continue on Washington Road to Nassau Street.  Make a left onto Nassau Street.  (See parking below.)

From the SOUTH
If you are coming from southern New Jersey, we recommend that you take Interstate 295 north (instead of the New Jersey Turnpike), exiting at Route 1 north (exit 67). Travel about three miles north on Route 1 to the Alexander Road exit, and follow signs for Princeton. At Faculty Road (traffic light, gas station) turn right, and proceed to the traffic circle. Go through the circle and proceed to Washington Road.  Turn left onto Washington Road.  Continue on Washington Road to Nassau Street.  Make a left onto Nassau Street.  (See parking below.)

From the EAST
Take Interstate 195 west (toward Trenton) to the exit for Interstate 295 north. Drive seven miles to the exit for Route 1 north (exit 67). Travel about three miles north on Route 1 to the Alexander Road exit, and follow signs for Princeton. At Faculty Road (traffic light, gas station) turn right, and proceed to the traffic circle. Go through the circle and proceed to Washington Road.  Turn left onto Washington Road.  Continue on Washington Road to Nassau Street.  Make a left onto Nassau Street.  (See parking instructions.)

From the PHILADELPHIA AREA
Take Interstate 95 north into New Jersey and exit at Route 1 north (exit 67). Travel about three miles north on Route 1 to the Alexander Road exit and follow signs for Princeton. At Faculty Road (traffic light, gas station) turn right, and proceed to the traffic circle. Go through the circle and proceed to Washington Road.  Turn left onto Washington Road.  Continue on Washington Road to Nassau Street.  Make a left onto Nassau Street.  (See parking below.) 



Parking

1. Two municipal parking garages that charge a fee are located on Chambers Street and Hulfish Street in downtown Princeton, just off of Nassau Street across from Princeton University Campus.  From Nassau Street, make a right on Witherspoon Street.  Turn left onto Hulfish Street, where the first parking garage is located.  (Hulfish Street intersects with Chambers Street.)  OR you can proceed on Nassau Street past Witherspoon and make a right onto Chambers Street where a second parking deck is available.  
Both garages are within easy walking distance of the Princeton University campus.  Simply proceed back up to Nassau Street to the campus.  See the enclosed map for the building location.
1. Metered parking on Princeton streets is limited to one or two hours in most cases and operates from 8 a.m. until 7 p.m., Monday through Saturday. There are some streets with longer-term parking meters that are within easy walking distance from campus. Parking regulations are strictly enforced.  Metered parking is available on Nassau and Witherspoon Streets.
